Note that homes at
the north end of
Water Street fall
within, or nearly
within Zone 1, the
most  hazardous
Zone.

Zone 1 — Virtu-
ally everything
would be killed/
destroyed by fire,
freezing, asphyxi-
ation, or explo-
sion. Danger of
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LNG containment
failure.

LNG Vessel Transit Route and
ensitive Environmental Areas
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— Injury or death
from fire, explosion, freezing,
or asphyxiation. Second-de-
gree burns within 30 seconds.

Zone 3 — Injury or death
from fire or explosion, asphyx-
iation from vapor cloud.

hese Hazard Zones were
not mentioned to the pub-
lic when the LNG developers
were attempting to obtain pub-

lic support prior to the FERC
permitting process. In fact,
the developers only indicated
to the public that the “Exclu-
sion Zones” would be con-
tained within the LNG terminal
grounds; no mention was made
stating that the ships’ Hazard
Zones would engulf nearly
everyone in Eastport, not to
mention hazards to the public
